Watch as the U.S. Army Signal Supply Agency (USASSA) arms the Warfighter with communications-electronics equipment in the right quantity, of the right quality, and at the right time- much as Team C4ISR does today. One major difference that you will note is the fact that USASSA spent just $.5 billion on signal supply equipment in 1959, while our Acquisition Center obligated almost $12 billion in FY06. Will other differences abound, or will the similarities between then and now surprise you? If your work deals with quality assurance, policy and procedures, the supply chain, item management, procurement, requisitions, auditing, personnel training, small business, foreign military sales, command information and events, contracting, private industry relationships, or inventory control, you won’t want to miss this look at your heritage.
